 We received handouts on coping; behavior responses, feelings and physical symptom of grief; sug-
gestions for overcoming grief; surviving the holidays and more. 
 
 We were given homework.  Every time our counselor said this is your homework assignment (which 
was NOT mandatory), I cringed.  But I thought, if I was going to get the most out of this experience, 
then I needed to do everything that was asked of me.  It was through this experience (homework) 
that I could see WHY this particular SUBJECT was chosen. All of it leads to the goal of helping you heal. 
 
 Joining this group was the BEST decision I have made during this difficult time in my life. You are with 
people who UNDERSTAND what you are going through.  And YES there were tears when we spoke of 
our loved ones who had been taken too soon. But we helped each other with how we coped during 
those times. 
  
We have developed friendships and still meet on a monthly basis for breakfast and can call each other 
when we are having a bad day.

 In the book of Exodus {3:1-4:17}, the story of an elderly {~80 years old} sheep 
rancher and his interaction with God is recorded.  The rancher is now firmly ensconced in 
his adopted homeland and is probably the head of a large family including children and 
grandchildren.  He has long given up on returning to his people as that would expose him 
to an accusation of murder.  Despite his circumstances and age, God chooses him to be 
the leader of His people out of captivity and to freedom in a land God has promised them. 
 

Moses, though astonished at Godôs presence and request, comes up with fives excuses 
why heôs not a good choice to do what God asks:  (1) Iôm a nobody.  (2)  I donôt know 
your name.  (3)  The elders wonôt believe me.  (4)  Iôm not a fluent speaker.  (5)  Some-
body else can do it better.  As you read this passage you can see what Godôs responses 
are to these excuses.  Within Godôs responses to Moses is the curious remark in 3:18 ï 
to the effect that God ñsuggestsò that the elders go to the pharaoh and offer an excuse 
why Israel should venture out in the desert for three days.  Is this an example of a óhalf-
truthô or a ruse intended to deceive pharaoh?  Since it is unlikely that the pharaoh would 
submit his will to Godôs, would Moses and the elders have been justified in tricking him ï 
per the goal of escaping?  Is this an example of choosing the lesser evil for the greater 
good? 
 

Augustine [and later Abarbanel] wrestled with this ethical puzzle and offered the following 
conclusions which seem to be the best solution to this issue.  In their view, God deliber-
ately started out with a modest request of pharaoh ï a 3-day sojourn for worship, sacri-
fices and prayer.  Had pharaoh complied with this request, Israel would have been bound 
by the limits of the permission.  Remarkably, God warns Moses that the pharaoh will deny 
the request.  {Amos 3:7 reminds us that the Lord God does nothing without revealing His 
plan to His servants and prophets.} 
 

But did Moses deliberately mislead pharaoh when he concealed his real intention?  Was 
that a lie?  No!  There is a clear difference between telling a lie and concealing informa-
tion that others have forfeited a right to know because of a hostile attitude toward God or 
His moral standards.  Saul, for example, forfeited his right to know all the reasons for 
Samuelôs visit ï the main purpose was to anoint David as the next king. 
 

Lying is the intentional deception of those who have the right to know the truth from us 
and under circumstances in which they have a claim to such knowledge.  The obligation 
to speak only the truth does not include the necessity to speak up or to tell everything 
they know just because they are asked ï especially when some have forfeited their right 
to know the truth by flouting the truth they already possess.  The commandment to not 
bear false witness speaks to sinful intent ï hurtful untruths, slander, libel, etc.

The Presbyterian Hunger Program (PHP) 
provided support to COOPEMULNAGTLE, 
in Nicaragua, which works in four commu-
nities, benefiting small-farming-
cooperative families by improving agricul-
tural production techniques. In total PHP 
provided nearly $2 million to support 163 
programs working to eliminate hunger and 
its causes. 
One Great Hour of LOVING 
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (PDA) dis-
tributed almost $4.8 million to assist in 
times of need with such catastrophic 
events as the earthquake tsunami and nu-
clear disaster in Japan and to help with the 
ongoing rebuilding of Haiti. PDA provided 
nearly $2.1 million for recovery from the 
record breaking number of tornadoes, 
floods, and wildfires across the United 
States in 2011. 
One Great Hour of BELIEVING 
Self-Development of People (SDOP) dis-
bursed almost $2 million to support efforts 
like the Team Builders on Point Crew, in 
Chicago, Illinois. This program trains ex-
offenders in building construction, repair, 
and maintenance and enables group mem-
bers to provide employment for them-
selves in the community and surrounding 
areas year-round.
